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HIDDEN FOR A HUNDRED YEARS:  
FAVERSHAM SOCIETY’S SECRET WINDOW –

       Have you ever read a story that had an old house 
with a secret room?   
       Here at the Fleur we have a variation on that, we 
have a room with a window, but go outside and the 
window has disappeared.  
       Mr. Glancy, our builder, was sealing a skylight in 
the museum. He looked out over the rooftops and saw 
a rotting window frame.  Down on the ground it 
couldn't be seen and nothing looked amiss from any 
room inside.  Mr. Glancy's son climbed onto the roof, 
over a ridge, peered round a chimney stack and bingo 
there it was!  He managed to take photos for us from 
this precarious position. 
       Is it now just the problem of raising the money to 
replace said window (which looks OK from the 
inside)?  Well no, you see the window turned out to be 
the window of The Doddington Library and we now 
have to find an empty, secure, accurately heated room 
for the extremely old books, before the work can go 
ahead. 
       A much bigger problem! 
       Incidentally we reckon that this hidden window 
hasn't been seen or painted for over a hundred years.

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CHAIRMAN’S LETTER – Peter Tann 
        I hope you think that the new Council look a 
splendid lot.  And if splendid is not the word that 
comes to mind, then, at least, a happy lot.  Mind you, a 
photograph taken in the Fleur garden, in front of our 
lovely Georgian shop-front is likely to improve the 
appearance of any group of people! 
       This reference to the shop-front provides me with 
a neat link to the annual Secret Gardens and Open 
House season, which will be well under way by the 
time you read this.  I hope it prompts you to take the 
tour this year and take your friends and family with 
you – I am forever surprised by the number of 
Faversham people who’ve never been behind those 
usually locked front doors and garden gates.   These 
two events combined are the biggest single source of 
income for the Society.  For this, we are extremely 
grateful to those members who invite us into their 
homes and gardens.  Oh, I nearly forgot the neat 
link…tea is being served in the Fleur Garden, at the 
initiative of Sue Davidson and Janet Killian.  Don’t 
miss it.  They took £90 on the opening day! 
       Behind the scenes, the Council is wrestling with 
the draft Memorandum and Articles of Association in 
connection with the approval given at the AGM to 
move towards becoming a charitable company limited 
by guarantee.  It is pretty tedious stuff, but absolutely 
necessary.   
       We are moving forward, inch by inch, towards 
submitting our application to the Museum, Libraries 
and Archives Council for ‘accreditation’ of our 
museum.  Yes, we are already ‘registered’, but the bar 
has been set much higher, and without accreditation we 
are less likely to attract future funding for this element 
of our activities.  We have commissioned an 
independent report (funded in part by Swale) to give us 
instruction as to what we need to do.  Two early 
findings are that we have not been discriminating 
enough as to what material we take into our collection 
(with the predictable result that we’ve got too much), 
and that we don’t attract enough people for the effort 
we put in.  In the longer term, we hope to address this 
by finding ways in which we can improve physical 
access to the museum, and how to do what every other 
museum in the country does, i.e. to cause visitors to 
exit via the shop! 
        We have made great efforts recently to improve 
our accounting processes, leading to the provision of 
timely and meaningful management accounts.  This 
might sound boring, but it is essential if we are to 
manage the financial aspects of our Society in an 
optimal way.  One of the first things we shall do is to 
enter all our records onto our own computer weekly, 
rather than send paper records to Larkings in 
Canterbury monthly.  Historic data has already been 
transferred to our own computers, thus giving us the 
necessary foundation from which to move forward.  
We’ve also adopted on-line banking.  We would like to 
introduce direct debits as a way of collecting 
subscriptions in the future, because we think we lose a 
lot of money from members who inadvertently fail to 
update their standing order instructions. 
       I am going to break with the tradition of the last 
ten years by not writing a Chairman’s letter every 
month.  Instead, a different Council member will write 

an article in this slot each month.  Next month’s will 
be written by our new Vice Chairman, Jan West.  In 
this way, members of the Council will be able to 
express their own views and insights into the Society’s 
affairs, and you will have the opportunity to get to 
know them better.  We’ll try to get a photograph of 
each of them as their turn comes up.  I hope you agree 
that this is a good idea. 
 
ARTHUR’S COLUMN – Arthur Percival 

ARTHUR LUCKHURST  died on 28 May, at the age 
of 88. He was born at 5 Westgate Road, Faversham, 
the youngest of four children and had three older 
sisters.    A long-standing member of the Society, he 
never sought the limelight, but was hugely helpful 
when assistance was needed in fielding the family 
history enquiries with which the Fleur de Lis has been 
deluged in recent years.    He was speedy and 
meticulous, and no trouble was too great.  
       He was, some time ago, the CO of 1242 
Faversham Squadron ATC and it was through the ATC 
that he got his RAF commission becoming a Flight 
Lieutenant.  He was very proud of the 'boys' in the 
ATC,  followed their careers with great interest and  
continued to maintain an interest in the ATC until his 
death.   He will be much missed.

9a WEST STREET, the attractive timber-framed 
home of Martin Williams and Lisa Murphy, our new 
Open House event organisers, features on the cover of 
the latest (May/June) issue (No 64) of Listed Heritage, 
the magazine of the Listed Property Owners Club 
(LBOC).   Also full details of the event appear on the 
front page inside – splendid publicity!    For members 
unfamiliar with it, the Club (www.lpoc.co.uk) is a 
business which exists to offer help and advice to 
owners of listed buildings, mainly through the bi-
monthly magazine, to which you can subscribe for £48 
a year.   It is based within Swale, at Hartlip.    The 
glossy magazine is full of helpful information and tips 
and, though pro-conservation (of course) sometimes 
offers advice when subscribers are at loggerheads with 
their local Conservation Officer.     Contributors are all 
experts in their fields, and topics are wide-ranging, 
from ‘Soundproofing Older Buildings’ to 
‘Stonemasonry’ in the latest issue.   Included in every 
issue is an extensive, and very useful directory of 
specialist trades and professions, from ‘Antique 
Furniture Restorers’ to ‘Zinc Roofing Contractors’ (no 
less than three of these!).   The advertisements can also 
be very helpful.   Recommended! 
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THE STORY OF FAVERSHAM’S PARISH 
CHURCH of St. Mary of Charity is outlined in a new 
DVD now on sale at the Fleur de Lis, price £7.50 
(£8.50 by post to UK destinations).   Though its 
running time is only 19 minutes, it packs in a great 
deal of information about the building, its history and 
its present uses – which are much more wide-ranging 
than they were only 20 years ago.    It’s now much 
more of a centre of community life than it was.    
Filmed and produced by Kent Education TV, it’s well 
up to their usual standard, and is enjoyable as well as 
informative.    Recommended. 

STEPHEN PHILPOT is the subject of a new study in 
the Society’s popular series of ‘Faversham Papers’.   
No 89 in the series, it has been published out of 
sequence, because of the need for updating after it was 
originally written – we have since published others in 
the series up to No 107.    You’ve never heard of 
Stephen Philpot?   Understandable, perhaps, as since 
his own time he has sunk into obscurity, but in 1786 an 
admirer recorded (posthumously) that he was “a great 
performer, hardly equalled on the harpsichord”.    So 
Faversham can take pride in him, for he was organist at 
the parish church of St. Mary of Charity for 15 years, 
from 1752 to 1767, where he had the good fortune to 
be appointed when a new organ was being installed.   
Some of the pipes from this time remain in the present 
instrument and help to give it its distinctive quality.   
Only bigger churches retained their organs after the 
Reformation, and fortunately Faversham was one of 
them – hence its strong musical tradition.   From 
Faversham, where he had married into the Dawes 
family, of Mount Ephraim, Stephen moved to London, 
where from 1770 till his death in 1773 he was organist 
at the Foundling Hospital, founded in 1739 by Thomas 
Coram (who had a stake in the gunpowder industry).   
He was the successor of Handel’s friend, John 
Christopher Smith, and of course it was at the Hospital 
that in aid of funds Handel conducted his Messiah 
every year till his death in 1759.    Like William 
Flackton, his predecessor at St Mary of Charity, 
Stephen was also a composer, with songs and 
harpsichord studies to his credit.   Luke Agati, the 
author of the new study, has already contributed a 
study of Flackton to the ‘Faversham Papers’ series (No 
79).    Born in Sydney in 1961, he now lives near 
Hobart in Tasmania.   An able harpsichordist himself, 
he is an expert on British music of the 18th century, not 
to mention music-making in early colonial Australia.   
His study of Philpot includes much about the 
contemporary music scene in Faversham and 
Canterbury, with (for example) the names of the 
instrumentalists of the 22-strong Canterbury Orchestra 
in the 1780s, six of them from Faversham.    It’s now 
on sale at the Fleur de Lis, price £5.50 (£6.50 by post 
to UK destinations).   Maybe it’s time to have a 
concert of music by Faversham composers, including 
the famous John Wilson as well as Flackton and 
Philpot? 

HAROLD DIXON’S YARNS  is another new 
contribution to the ‘Faversham Papers’ series which 
has been published out of sequence – it’s No 98.    
‘Yarns’ may suggest a series of disconnected tales, but 

in fact this is a fascinating series of reminiscences put 
together by his widow, Shirley.   We’re now well and 
truly into the 20th century, as Harold (known to 
everyone as ‘Dick’) was born in 1932 and died only 6 
years ago.    His story is that of a working-class lad 
who even in the late 1940s found opportunities denied 
him in Britain and who defied a tough start in life by 
emigrating to New Zealand and realising his full 
potential there as a teacher.   Before and after National 
Service he worked in the Sittingbourne paper mills, but 
then one day he passed New Zealand House and saw 
that assisted passages were on offer.     He arrived in 
Wellington in the (NZ) summer of 1954, and never 
looked back.   The nation was a bit of a paradox – 
leading the world in social reforms, but old-fashioned 
in its everyday life.    It suited Harold down to the 
ground – in Kent he had been groomed to work for 
Percy Wells, Faversham’s legendary Labour MP, and 
he liked the progressive attitudes and relative 
classlessness of New Zealand.   His National Service 
was spent in Kenya, so there are colourful 
reminiscences of this too.    If you don’t know what 
‘Nairobi trains’ are – and they’re nothing to do with 
railways –  this is the place to find out.    There’s 
stacks of social history in this illustrated book – 
including how Harold used to go cherry- and hop-
picking at Barrow Green, Teynham; how Sittingbourne 
became so dangerous in the days of the V1s and V2s 
that Harold’s parents evacuated him to the ancient 
Tabard Inn in Southwark; and how when he started 
teaching in New Zealand the children were well-
behaved and keen to learn.   Now on sale at the Fleur 
de Lis, price £5.95 (£7.50 to UK destinations – it’s 
heavy!).

Given that the Society’s cash flow at the moment is 
somewhat limited an appeal is being launched to 
finance the project.  The costs are a little under £400 
and we have already received a very generous offer of

These photographs are either in print form or as slides 
and can be copied to your requirements, i.e. size etc.

       A sad tale.  Private Ernest W Cutliffe of the West 
Yorkshire Regiment fought in the First World War.   
He was the father of Blanche Rogers, who was well 
known, in the past, for her work in this Museum.  Her 
father was wounded and taken prisoner in March 1918 
and we have two precious letters from Lemberg 
A/Lahr in Germany, written by him to his wife, Ada, 
who lived in Kingsnorth Road with little Blanche and 
her sister.  He fully expected to return to them, but 
sadly died in June 1918.  There are also a newspaper 
cutting reporting his death, a Memorial Certificate and  
six photographs of the South Cemetery, Cologne. 
       We also had in the same donation, World War II 
Defence Medals and St. John Ambulance Medals with 
two bars and some St. John Ambulance badges.  One 
has the name “Vera Cutliffe” engraved on the reverse.  
Could this be Ernest’s other daughter?  With these is a 
St. John Ambulance Pendant suspended from a black 
bow with pin in a case.  It looks quite important but 
has no name. 
       Everyone in the Museum is getting ready for 
Accreditation.  There is a lot of work to be done with 
Forward Plans and Emergency Plans, but we are 
progressing. 
       We recently received 8 aerial photographs of 
Faversham, taken c 1990.  They are fascinating to look 
at to find various landmarks as well as locating your 
home.

CHART GUNPOWDER MILLS MUSEUM  – John 
Breeze 
       Last year, a contractor repairing our roof flashings 
asked if I could help him with some information about 
two members of his family i.e. his brother and sister, 
killed on 2 April 1916 in the Great Explosion.  My first 
response was that there were no women working on 
that day because it was a Sunday.   Therefore, had she 
been killed in another explosion?  Our records in the 
Chart Mills museum include an “In memoriam” notice 
from the Faversham News as follows: 
      In loving memory of Jane POWELL (nee ASHBY)  
      who died 2 April 1916 in the Great Explosion,                   
      from loving mother, sister and brothers. 
Both died on 2 April but several years apart. 
       Earlier this lady for information about Flo HICKS, 
said to have been injured in the Great Explosion.  
Same thought process, similar response.  Our records 
at the Chart Mill include a copy of the official report 
on an explosion on 25 October 1916. 
      F. HICKS was working on gunpowder in No. 2     
     Compartment, Eliza HICKS was in No. 5 
     compartment.  Both were severely injured.  Two    
     women were killed and two others died soon after   
     from injuries received. 
        Local newspapers report inquests and enquiries 
into deaths and injuries in considerable detail.  One 
such report records one of the managers saying, “We 
have explosions and accidents most weeks.” 
       Chart Mill museum is normally open on Saturday 
and Sunday from 2 – 5pm.  These records and many 
others are available at these times.   Other material, not 
yet printed out is available with prior notice in writing 
via the Faversham Society or by telephone on             
01795-534915.

PLANNING APPLICATIONS   -    25 new planning 
applications and 1 amended application were examined 
this month and were all accepted except the following.  
a)   Application:-   SW/09/0258    -    Nortide House, 
Stone Street, Faversham    -    Removal of chimney 
stack.  Installation of steel security roller shutters.    -    
This application should be refused because the roller 
shutters would be harmful to the building creating a 

forbidding and oppressive appearance and would harm 

the character and appearance of the conservation area. 
 
ARCHAEOLOGY UPDATE  – Dr. Pat Reid  
       2009 continues to be a great year for FSARG, the 
Faversham Society’s archaeological arm. 
       Our field season, running from 23rd to 31st May, 
was very productive.  For the first four days, we helped 
out Jason who needed to dig a soakaway in his garden 
on Ospringe St. We were able to dig a five metre 
trench at right angles to the A2, opening out the 
furthest end to accommodate the soakaway.  We 
haven’t yet finished the post excavation work, but I 
think it’s fair to say that this trench produced more 
medieval pottery than all the previous Ospringe pits 
put together.  More exciting still was a large ditch and 
substantial flint feature at the end closest to the road 
which looked suspiciously like the much truncated 
southern edge of Roman Watling Street. The trench 
gave us a rare opportunity to use our skills in detailed 
scale recordings of sections and to see patterns over a 
five metre stretch.  Watch this space for more details 
later on this year.  
        A second larger excavation was carried out in the 
garden of the ever-hospitable Ship Inn.  The results of 
a georesistivity survey enabled us to choose a spot 
which revealed a substantial flint wall with a cobbled 
courtyard surface on one side and indoor mortar floor 
surface on the other.  This structure is probably part of 
the gatehouse of St. Mary of Ospringe (Maison Dieu).  
There is some confusion over the orientation of the 
walls of the Hospital, one of the earlier and much used 
maps being misleading in this respect, so the 
orientation of the newly exposed wall will be helpful in 
resolving these difficulties.  I will be including this 
excavation in my Maison Dieu lecture in September.  
Meanwhile, it was lovely to have so many visitors 
sharing our excitement on the 30th and 31st May.  I’m 
also very grateful to the Faversham News for giving us 
such splendid coverage.   
       Our third and last excavation season is taking 
place for two weeks from 18th July to 2nd August.  This 
is taking place further up the Westbrook valley in the 
church area.  We have a number of options arising 
from the surveying work and research done during the 
2009 Easter season: final decisions will have been 
made at a FSARG meeting on 16th June, You’ll have to 
wait until the September issue to hear about our 
findings, unless it comes up in the local papers.  
       Finally, if you see this in time, don’t forget the 
Archaeological Road Show at the Faversham Medieval 
Fair on 28th June – your chance to bring in those 
garden finds that intrigue you and have them 
identified.
